Haiku
Only 17 syllables (5-7-5), the haiku is one of the most succinct poetic verse types in the world. A good example is Matsuo Bashott's verse: 
A-ra-u-mi ya 

How rough a sea 
             Sa-do ni yo-ko-ta-u, 

and, stretching over Sado Isle, 
A-ma-no-ga-wa

 the Galaxy
Its concise form mandates that the haiku convey a rich imagery with no superfluous words. Seasons are often indicated by fixed words or phrases, and these seasonal indicators are such a common device in haiku that several glossaries have been compiled solely for the convenience of the haiku poet. 
Originally haiku were often humorous in nature, but over time the haiku was refined into a highly sophisticated form of serious poetry. 
HAIKU DELIVERY STYLES
Straight Line Haiku: describes a scene   

Celebratory Haiku: a happy event

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Contrasting/Comparative Haiku: there is a change that we see in the message, from beginning of haiku to the end
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A haiku that poses a question
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Still a popular medium, haiku continues to be written today and there is little prospect for any drastic changes in the genre, although new haiku forms have been experimented with.
