Ancient Rome Group Project Instructions

1. Get into your groups.

2. Organize!!
a. Assign a presenter. Decide if you’ll be presenting as a group,   or if just one person will be presenting for the group.  

b. Assign a vocabulary person. 

c. Assign an artwork person.

d. Assign a question person. 

* All vocabulary words and questions are due by the end of this class.

   3. Read your handout (remember your group is the only one with this topic). Highlight or make notes because your group is responsible for presenting this information to the rest of the class. 

Vocabulary Person:

Look throughout the reading and find two words that you would consider to be vocabulary words for your topic. Please use a dictionary or textbook if you need help with the definition. THE VOCABULARY WORDS ARE DUE BY THE END OF THIS CLASS.

Question Person:

Students will be listening to your presentation and taking notes. Create questions based on facts you would really like your classmates to remember. Please create questions that require more than a yes or no answer. You will need to come up with two questions. QUESTIONS ARE DUE BY THE END OF THIS CLASS.

* Make sure all group members names are on the question and vocabulary papers. Staple the two papers together or put them on one single sheet, either way keep them together!

Poster Person:

Your job will be to create a poster that represents your topic, use your imagination. Feel free to have other members of your group help you with the poster. Their jobs will not take the whole class as to where yours may, so get help! It will be your job to present and explain the poster after the presentation.
The Presenter(s):

Decide if you’re going to present as a group or if one person will be doing it. Look to the rubric for guidance as to what is expected. Remember you are not presenting simply the poster, but the whole topic you just read.  The class will be taking notes on your presentation and looking for the information necessary to answer the questions you provided.
