IN-CLASS PROJECT:  

THE RENAISSANCE JOB SEARCH
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Objective: To understand the influence and accomplishments of major figures from the Renaissance like Michelangelo, Leonardo da Vinci, and Shakespeare and their impact on the world. After death, your Renaissance figure has travelled to the beyond and found out that life is much the same. Now they must reapply for their positions they once held here on earth.
Introduction:  

· The Renaissance project will probably take us about 8-10 class periods.  

· IF you work diligently in class during those classes, you will need to do only MINIMAL work at home.  
· This project will count as a QUIZ grade AND a TEST grade

· As always, part of your overall grade will include how you conduct yourself during the class time you will be given to prepare.  Stay on task.  Do not distract others. 

· REFER TO THESE INSTRUCTIONS—if you ask COUNTLESS questions already listed here—I will direct you to review them again.
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STEP ONE—RENAISSANCE BOBBLEHEADS 
STATION ACTIVITY

1. I will place you at a particular station to start the activity.  You should move from station to station as you complete the assigned task.

2. At each station, you will find information about an important Renaissance figure.  
3. Fill in the “bobblehead” of information about each person.

4. The bottom part of the Bobblehead Packet asks you to rank the “pedestals.”  This means you need to RANK each person when you are done recording ALL the information about the 11 figures in terms of importance.  #1 would be the rank you give to the person you think had the BIGGEST impact on the Renaissance and the future.  #11 would be the rank you give to the person you think had the SMALLEST impact.  For each ranking, you need to give TWO reasons for your decision.

5. Move on to the next station.  When you are done, you will have your entire Bobblehead Packet complete. 

6. This will likely take TWO class periods.  You will have a miniquiz between Step 1 and Step 2.  

STEP TWO—MARKET YOURSELF
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1. I will explain the resume and cover letter in great detail and randomly assign a Renaissance figure.
2. Using iPads in class over three days,  create a resume first and then a cover letter for your historical figure.  You will need to do some additional research using the bookcart.
3. Make sure to use the RESUME and COVER LETTER templates to format your versions and remember what to include in each one.

STEP THREE—PREPARE TO BE INTERVIEWED
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1. You are going to be placed into groups where you will interview each other. You will be grading (using a worksheet I will provide) each member interview for the position.
2. You must dress up for the interview.
3. You will be given a worksheet to help prepare for your interview.
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STEP FOUR—ROLE-PLAYING—
RENAISSANCE ROUNDTABLE PREPARATION

1. Review the information about who you are, what you did, and why you were so important to the Renaissance.

2. Take the DEBATE PREPARATION SHEET and complete it.  BE THOROUGH.  You will be assessed on how well you have considered your arguments and the arguments of others, as well as how able you are to generate discussion through the use of good questions developed for the other Renaissance figures.

3. The purpose of the debate is to argue that YOU (whichever Renaissance figure you are to become) were the most important person in the Renaissance and why YOU had the biggest impact on future generations.  

4. You will use the FFM app to create your opening statement.
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STEP FIVE—RENAISSANCE ROUNDTABLE/THE DEBATE

1. Review the Roundtable Tips so that you can make sure to follow the rules of a proper debate.

2. Review the Roundtable QUESTIONS that you are expected  to answer at the conclusion of the debate so you can take note of important arguments and points made throughout the debate.

3. Make sure to PARTICIPATE in the event.  If you are the actual debater, this is easy.  If you are the support crew for a debater, make sure you either raise your hand to make additional points, or pass useful post-it notes to your debater to give him/her good ideas to argue.

4. I will make a + sign next to your name on my roster every time you make a POSITIVE contribution to the roundtable and a NEGATIVE – sign next to your name every time you say something that either doesn’t help make your point, detracts from your objective, or is just silly or inappropriate to the discussion.

5. At the end of the debate, we will all VOTE on who we think did the most effective job debating.  You MAY NOT vote for yourself.

6. The day after our Roundtable Debate, you will fill out Closing Questions reflecting on the debate and what you learned.
